Graffiti

Offensive, racist graffiti was quickly removed from a number of walls in the Artane area recently.
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Street Cleaning

Waste Management Crews are continually cleaning the streets according to the street cleaning
schedule. Here they are cleaning around St. Joseph’s School in Coolock.

Planters

We are currently removing planters from areas that are no longer in a position to maintain them and
we are freshening them up and relocating them to areas that are in a better position to manage them.
We will not be ordering any new planters until we make sure that our current stock is looking its best.
We are making contact with Resident Associations and Environmental Groups before removing any
planters to give them an opportunity to respond about the condition of the planters and their plans for
their future upkeep.

lllegal Dumping

lllegal dumping continues to be a problem across the area however our crews are on hand to remove
items without delay. The images below show illegal dumping that was removed from the laneway at
Shanard Road in Whitehall, Dublin 9.
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We also had the Litter Wardens call to a number of businesses across the area in relation to their
responsibilities around the storage of waste outside their premises. Complaints were received about a
business in Coolock Village who was storing waste incorrectly and it was very visible from the
Malahide Road. This business responded positively without delay and had the location cleaned up as
you can see from the images below.

Bins

New public litterbins were placed at the following locations in the North Central Area in January

1. Outside Jays Newsagent Shop on Rosemount Avenue Artane
2. At the bus stop near 103 Collins Avenue

We also arranged for the bin at the bus stop on Kilmore Road opposite the Artane Beaumont Family
Recreation Centre to be painted. Painting bins can make a big difference in the public domain. If you
notice any bins needing painting please let us know.
