Ormond Print works
An application has been made by Ballymore to An Bord Pleanala (ABP) for a
Strategic Housing Development (SHD) on the site of the former Ormond
Printworks on Ratoath Road.
Ballymore made the application on Dec 6th and describe the development as
residential, mixed use and consisting of:

e 435 apartments (217 one-bedroom and 218 two-bedroom)

e 5 blocks of 4 to 13 floors together with underground parking space

e a Primary Health Care Centre with integrated café

e a pharmacy, offices, fitness centre/juice bar

e reception area/management suite, storage space, bin stores, cycle parking,
hard and soft landscaping and plant rooms.

ABP are now in the process of validating the application and are inviting
observations & submissions from the public up until Jan 20th.
