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As well as headline shows, over 40 free concerts will take plac: as part of
TradFest Temple Bar to ensure that no music fan is priced out of the
experience, given the cost of living crisis.

Value package family tickets are available at just €80 for 2 adults and 4
children, for our largest concerts at the National Stadium which are
otherwise priced at €30-40.

Following a successful pilot scheme of earlier show starting times, this
year concerts will begin in the early evening to be inclusive of younger
children and teenagers, who otherwise would not be able to attend late
gigs due to licensing laws.
