Older Persons Council  

The Older Persons Council for North Central Area held their AGM in late January. At this 

meeting, the Chairperson, Vice Chairperson and Secretariat were elected by the other OPC 

members. This has been the first OPC AGM post Covid. We are delighted to have a large 

amount of new members volunteer to be on the OPC for the area.  

Both CSDS within the North Central Area and our central Age Friendly unit will continue to 

support the group as they work through their agreed objectives for the next two year’s.  

 

International Women’s Day  

International Women’s Day will be held on Friday 8th March. This is a global day celebrating 

the social, economic, cultural, and political achievements of women. International Women’s 

day has occurred for over a century, with the first gathering recorded in 1911.

project was funded through the minor works budget for 2023.
