Site 14

Dublin City Council were required to address issues with the original design (previously
presented to NWAC Councillors) to ensure alignment to the New City Development plan
requirements. A design review took place and the Design Team are currently finalising the
design plan. It is our intention to present the plan to the North West Area Committee
members by end of May.

Site 21 Balbutcher Lane

Construction of 12 houses underway all foundations and floor slabs are in place and the
timber frame construction is almost complete on 6 houses. Work is been carried out by O
Hanlon & Farrell Ltd engaged by O Cualann.

Site 25 - Parkview

Planning was approved for construction of senior living apartments. O Cualann plan to
commence construction on site in the coming month or so once contracts are agreed with
Tuath Housing and subject to land transfer with DCC.

The 2" phase of the Parkview site for 34 units and a créche is still subjectto an An Bord
Pleanala appeal process, a decision was due on 215t March 2024, but has again been
delayed due to backlog of cases.
